The 65-year-old Salisbury man told Maryland Lottery officials he was running his
morning errands when he stopped at an Exxon station and bought a pair of scratch-off

tickets. The first ticket earned him a $100 prize, and the second was the top prize.

The winner previously claimed a $2 million prize from a scratch-off ticket several years

earlier. He offered some tips for other would-be winners.

""Make sure that you aren't just playing for the big jackpot. Play for enjoyment and as long

as you enjoy what you are doing, win or lose, you've already won,'" he said.

The man said his first jackpot went towards his retirement and a family vacation. He said

his latest prize will finance some home improvements and another vacation.
